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Next week, parents will begin receiving district emails regarding SMART tag. We have attached
several parent documents (English and Spanish) that could be utilized by the campus. Please do not
include these documents in your campus eNews messages until the week of August 7.

ID Card Reminders

Each student will receive an ID card that will also serve as their SMART tag card. For eligible bus
riders, this will allow them to badge on and off the bus. For those that are not eligible, we want all
students to have a SMART ID in case of emergencies- ex: a campus being forced to relocate due to an
emergency (reunification).

ID replacements will be $3 for every campus.

Non-RFID cards (“dummy” cards) can be printed for elementary students for use in the cafeteria and the
library. An elementary student’s RFID card should be attached to their backpack, along with any
personal student identification that the campus utilizes to help in the event of a student being misplaced
(name, address, etc.).

**[t is imperative that students have their ID’s when riding the bus. Although we will still transport
eligible students, a student without an ID will slow down the loading process significantly.
